«THE ROLE OF EUROPE IN THE INTERNATIONAL CONTEXT: VIEWS FROM THE CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES»

25th and 26 th of March of 2009
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Objetives:

The aim of the International Meeting is to organize a big meeting with centers of international relations, research institutes and universities from Central and Eastern European countries; an encounter in which likewise, the most relevant Think Tanks of the Western Europe would participate.

This International Meeting has a double objective. On one hand, it aims to put in common the different visions of Europe existing in the new member states, the candidates to join in the future the European Union and the countries coming from the post communist area for which the integration is not foreseen so far. On the other hand, the objective would be to debate the sceneries which can be envisaged, starting from these pluralities of visions and to define the Spanish position, both in the relation to the different ‘Europes’ which can emerge as well as in relation to the trajectories which could be consolidated in the Centre and East of the continent.

Apart from the interest in the debate itself, the meeting has two additional purposes. Firstly, it would be aiming to exchange and to put in common the working agenda and strategies of each of the participating research groups; secondly, its purpose would be to open a space of cooperation and exchange with universities from these countries. In both cases, we want to consolidate this space of collaboration in very different fields, research projects, scientific exchange and observatories.

Finally, the organization of the International Meeting hopes to strengthen the future Spanish Presidency of the European Union with a clear objective to encourage the continuity of the program of research exchange, not only between the participating institutions but also including other relevant research centers and institutions which will be invited to assist at the meeting.   

Place and date of the meeting:

The meeting will be celebrated the 25th and 26th of March of 2009, in the “Botella Llusiá Hall” of the Faculty of Medicine at the Complutense University of Madrid. 

Format:

The Seminar will last two full days, having sessions in the morning and in the afternoon; it will combine the conferences and working tables.

Bearing in mind the international character of the meeting and the participation of lectors from different European countries, a service of simultaneous translation will be provided in order to facilitate the communication and the debate.
