Between 1991 and 1995 Dr Ostojski headed the Regional Water Management Authority 
in Gdansk. He held several senior level positions at the Ministry of the Environment of Poland. In 1996, he was appointed Director of the International Co-operation Department, where he worked until 1999. During 2003-2006 
Dr Ostojski served as Director of the Department of Water Resources. Another of his responsibilities during his work at the Ministry was to head the Polish delegation to the Helsinki Commission - Baltic Marine Environmental Protection Commission (HELCOM) (1996-1999, 2003-2006). He has been actively promoting cooperation of the Baltic States to protect marine environment of the Baltic Sea and has raised the profile of HELCOM 
in Europe. On his return from Helsinki Dr Ostojski has been appointed 
in competition procedure (following the Law on Public Service) the Director, Water Resources Department at the Ministry of the Environment for the period from September 2003 to May 2006. On 1st of June 2006 Dr Ostojski joined 
the Institute of Meteorology and Water Management as its Director General.
