Professor Jan Monkiewicz

(Biographical sketch)

Born in 1949 in labour camp in Siberia arrived in Poland in 1956. After graduating Main School of Planning and Statistics joined Warsaw Technical University. In 1974 received his Ph.D. and in 1982 habilitation in economics. In 1989 became professor of economic sciences.
